The Coming of the Light – This Festival is central to the Christian life of Torres Strait Islanders for 
it commemorates the arrival of Christianity to them on 1st July, 1871. 
 
Founder’s Day, The Hale School – Given that this day is the 28th June which in 2026 is a Sunday 
there will be no separate services to honour the occasion, but prayers will be offered at each of the 
Sunday services on Sunday, 28th June.
